| would like to re-arrange some steps:

1. The 3-port manifold (step 11.1) shall be installed AFTER the 6-port manifold (step
11.5), otherwise the 6-port manifold cannot be installed.

2. The new picture (step 11.7 shall be above any step when we bend tubes (currently it
is in step 11.3), because by the time technician will get to 11.7 the coil leads will be
already bent wrongly.

3. We gave to disconnect (remove) manifolds from the coil leads prior to any brazing
because otherwise the PEEK insulators will be burnt. Please add the step to
remove of manifolds prior to brazing and add a step to re-install manifolds after
brazing.
